Technical Specification of Digital PCR System

A digital PCR system is a third generation PCR technology to amplify a single DNA
template into large number of separate reaction chambers called partitions (maybe
million) with the help of nanofluidics. Each partition act as an individual reaction and
is exposed to a standard PCR and can be detected with different fluorophores or
TAQMAN chemistries to discriminate different alleles (e.g. wild type/ mutant),
scored as positive or negative. The ratio between positive partitions and all counted
partitions is used in the calculation of initial target concentration by the use of
Poisson distribution. Quantification of the mean number of target sequences per
partition is achieved by applying a Poisson correction to the fraction of the positive
partitions. Digital PCR transforms the conventional PCR exponential analogue
signals into liner digital signals allowing the statistical analysis of the PCR product.
